A.K.A Busty Beatz — the nastiest female beats producer in the Southern Hemisphere. Busty Beatz has
produced for countless hip-hop acts including Sista She, Killa Queenz, The Icey Crew and
Macromantics. Busty is also making her mark in the theatre world as a Sound Designer, having recently
worked with the Power House Youth Theatre and Bell Shakespeare.

Who'’s That Chik? is funny, personal and political with plenty of sass and a pinch of Lionel Richie to
boot. Told in the style of hip hop theatre, the show is a mix of rap, spoken word, street dance, jazz ballet
and video, all served up with Candy B’s razor-sharp trademark hip hop comedy.
